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How much do the farmers get in return for their hard work without Fair Trade?

Do you still remember the Korean farmers who put on a demonstration during the WTO (World
Trade Organization) Summit in Hong Kong? The voices of these farmers have called our A
attention to the problem of world trade.

A Real Example

In some developing countries, small-scale farmers, who grow coffee beans, can only get 3 cents
from a cup of coffee marked at US$ 3. This happens because they lack bargaining power in the
industry dominated by a few large international coffee companies like Nestle. These farmers are
forced to put up with low and unreasonable price for their harvests. As a result, their families are
living below the international poverty line, which
means that most of them earn less than USS 1.25
per day, and their children do not get sufficient
nutrition or education.

In order to understand more about Fair Trade, we
interviewed Miss Pui Fung Leung, the founder of
Fair Taste, a Hong Kong based social business
devoted to promoting fair tfrade.

The Beginning of It All An interesting interview with Miss Leung from Fair Taste.

So how did everything begin? “It is probably because of the experiences | had when | worked for
Oxfam and Green Peace,” Miss Leung told us. She learnt the problems there as well as the
concept of Fair Trade. These inspired her to go on to promote Fair Trade. “I saw farmers being
squeezed by big firms, and their hard work was not respected,” she added sadly. “If they are not
treated fairly and cannot even make ends meet, we are the ones who will finally suffer.”
